Collin Davenport, Gerry Connolly’s County Director, stated they would be opening a PWC office in April in the Ridgewood Center.

Lynda Silverstrand gave a short overview of the clean up of Neabsco Creek on March 7th and stated she will be contacting D R Horton to get permission to clean the Neabsco Creek on their land.  Date for clean up to be decided when we hear back from Horton.  She also said WPCCA had been sent a letter and forms from the Department of Conservation and Recreation for our “Adopt a Stream” of Neabsco Creek.
