1.0 Welcome & Introductions
The meeting was called to order by the Vice Chairperson, Gene Raineville at 7:00 p.m.

4.0 North Woodbridge Charrette
4.1 Beautification Program
A draft  work plan/matrix regarding action items and timelines that resulted from the North Woodbridge Charrette was distributed.  (See copy attached).  One of the short term goals is to initiate a beautification program for North Woodbridge.  The Civic Association decided to be involved in this project and take a lead role.  Gene Raineville, Mike Hill and Walter Peterman agreed to be work as  sub-committee on the project.  Deborah Johnson will also be invited to participate. It was suggested that the PWC Forester be contacted to see if we could acquire trees for the beautification of Route 1. 

4.2 Deliverables 
Frank explained that the slide show on his website (www.NewWoodbridge.org)  is the “deliverable” from the consulting firm who conducted the Charrette.  He is working with them to produce a voice over to explain the slides.

4.3 Route 1/123 Interchange

Discussions are being held with NVRC  and other groups regarding the feasibility of roundabout. 
5.0 Up-Coming Development in Woodbridge District
Russ Bryant went over the current DAP list of items in the Woodbridge Magisterial District.  Two items soon to come before the planning commission are:
5.1 Dominion Power’s application to expand a building on their property at Route 1 and Reddy.  Compton & Duling are the contacts for that project.
5.2 Kettler has submitted an  application to amend the proffers for the Rippon Center mixed use project.  They are requesting a change to eliminate the office component while retaining the residential units and the ground level retail uses to serve the neighborhood and the VRE travelers. 

Both applicants will be invited to make presentations at the next Civic Association meeting. 

6.0 Other Business

6.1 Frank reminded the group that the Potomac Ferry will be in service for 3 days in May as the first part of an exploratory trial for service in the future.

6.2 Barbara DeChene was asked to contact CSX for an artist rendition of the overpass being built at the Woodbridge Station.
